      Current Parish Council News: 

• Litter Pick 2025 – Thank you to everyone who participated in our Litter Pick! It was a huge 
success, with lots of rubbish collected and our village looking much better. A special thank 
you to those who baked cakes—they were delicious! 

• Benches – We will be refurbishing all the benches on Churchill Close Green. Some 
benches may be out of action temporarily, but they will be in much better condition soon. 

• Noticeboards – We will be repairing the noticeboard opposite the school and installing a 
new noticeboard at the gate to Walnut Tree Field shortly. 

• Maypole – You might notice that the Maypole is looking a bit shorter than it normally does! 
This is because we had in an inspection and were advised to remove the top 3m of the pole. 
We will replace the rest of the pole later this year and refurbish the metal work around it.  

• Speeding on Mill Lane – We have had a meeting with Dorset Council Highways about the 
speed of cars on Mill Lane. They have agreed to put ‘Slow’ signs in the road near the new 
cattle signs.  

• Parking Issues – Several residents have contacted the Parish Council about parking issues 
on the High Street, near the Premier shop. We share your concerns and both the Parish 
Council and Dorset Cllr Chakawhata have been in contact with Dorset Council to try and 
resolve this. Unfortunately, contractor parking was agreed as part of the planning 
permission, limiting our options.
